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To date, Scibal received 2,447 claims for fund year 2010. For all lines of coverage, 1,933 were reported; 514 claims were reported as “Suspense only”. Scibal was able to close 1,856 claims or 76% of all claims reported to date. Only 591 claims, or 24% of all claims reported remain open. 

For fund year 2010, 853 Workers’ Compensation claims were reported. Scibal closed 549 claims or 64%. Only 164 Indemnity and 140 Medical Only claims remain open.  

Under General Liability, 426 claims were reported. Scibal closed 262; 164 remain open. There were also 223 Automobile Liability claims reported. Scibal closed 180; only 43 remain open. 

There were 428 Property claims filed. Scibal closed over 82% of all claims reported. Only 76 Property claims remain open. 
In 2010, Scibal closed 491 claims (non-suspense claims) without payment. The bulk of these claims were General Liability and Property claims. 

The total incurred for 2010 is currently $13,369,282.68. Workers’ Compensation represents 78%, of the total incurred, or $10,441,508.50. Total paid to date for this period is $5,026,271.76. 

For all years, Scibal received 36,843 claims. Only 1205 claims are open for all years, 97% of all claims reported are closed. 

Significantly, Scibal posted over $605,974.00 in subrogation, salvage and 
reimbursements in 2010. For all years, Scibal posted over $5,639,456.69.
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
