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    Lessons Learned from Losses December 2009

Subrogation 2009

In 2009, Scibal posted over $367,150.60 in subrogation, salvage and reimbursement recoveries. 

In a claim filed against Cape May, where a police officer injured his arm during an arrest, we were able to obtain a full recovery of $37,886.79. In that case, the claimant filed a lawsuit against the perpetrator. Fortunately, the perpetrator had Homeowner’s Insurance coverage.  Typically in arrest cases, there is no other insurance to pursue or third party coverage is denied due to alleged “intentional acts”. We worked closely with the Third-Party attorney to make sure that the full lien was protected. 
In a case filed against Northfield, a police officer was driving his patrol car when another vehicle pulled from an intersection and struck his car. The employee sustained a serious back injury. The employee filed a Third Party suit. Ultimately, with the assistance of David DeWeese, the full lien of $20,647.03 was recovered. The first party damage to the police car was also fully recovered in 2005, in the amount of $9,000.00. 

Finally, in a First Party property case filed on behalf of Somers Point, a police car, with lights and sirens activated entered an intersection and was struck by another vehicle. Investigation revealed that the other vehicle ran a stop sign, causing the accident.  The police car was a total loss. Scibal pursued the tortfeasor’s carrier for the full recovery of the damages. In that case, Scibal was able to post an $11,210.00 subrogation recovery. A police officer was injured in this accident; we have placed the responsible party and carrier on notice of our intent to pursue subrogation and anticipate a successful result there as well!
